Missing or broken door handles

Broken appliances due to tenants'

negligence (stove, dishwasher, etc.)

Clogged sinks or toilets

Stained or broken toilet seats

Broken or missing blinds

Stains, burns, or damage to flooring

Missing or cracked tiles

Flea infestations from pets

Pet scratches on walls/floors

Pet waste left in the yard

Damage to the sod (from above-

ground pools, trampolines, playsets,

etc.)

Trash or personal belongings left
